In March 2009 the degree to announce 8 March as Mother Day in Tajikistan was
adopted by the Government of Tajikistan. Thus, women’s movement in Tajikistan lost an
opportunity for wide advocacy actions in occasion of the International Women’s Day
marked annually throughout the world.

The Coalition of 97 NGOs “From equality de jure to equality de facto” accepted a
suggestion made by UNIFEM to apply to policy makers prior to the International
Women’s Day to reminder about previously made promises and commitments and use
this opportunity to put the recommendations for strengthening mechanisms for the law
enforcement into a 2010 policy agenda. This postcard with attached letter from the
Coalition and recommendations is being sent today to ministers and heads of the
relevant state institutions. The postcard will be handed over personally to each of 63
new parliamentarians on 15 March when they start their first working day. What is next?
A new round of consultations and discussions to give the law a practical character.
