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Tajikistan, the first country to develop its
MDG-based National Development Strategy

The Government of the Republic of Tajikistan, with the support of the UN Millennium Project,
will organize a Round Table on December 12" 2005 at the United Nations Secretariat in New
York, to present the draft outline of its National Development Strategy for discussion and
feedback.

In June 2005, the Government of Tajikistan, with support from the United Nations Country
Team, completed the Millennium Development Goals (MDG) Needs Assessment Report, which
identifies a framework of specific interventions necessary to achieve the MDGs, gives
comprehensive and flexible financial models, policy actions and structural reforms needed in key
economic sectors and for the overall economic growth.

Following the release of the MDG needs Assessment Report, the President of the Republic
of Tajikistan established the Coordination Committee, chaired by the Prime Minister, to prepare
the long-term National Development Strategy and a three-year, detailed Poverty Reduction
Strategy in pursuit of the MDGs and sustainable economic growth. The Republic of Tajikistan is
therefore likely to be the first country completing its National Development Strategy (NDS),
following the Call from the UN Secretary General to countries to develop such strategies by the
end of 2006.

The UNDP Country Office is supporting the Government of Tajikistan to develop its NDS, in
close cooperation with the Millennium Project and with strong involvement of the World Bank, the
Asian Development Bank and the International Monetary Fund, though their country
representatives in Tajikistan. The process aims to adjust the Government's future Medium Term
Budget Framework and Periority Investment Plan to fit better with the MDG-based NDS and the
Medium Term PRS. It is also expected to increase funding commitments for support to
Tajikistan's MDG/NDS priority sectors and to set a mutual Government/Donors commitment
framework for NDS/MDG monitoring.

The objectives of the Roundtable on Tajikistan's MDG-based National Development
Strategy at the United Nations Secretariat will be to present and invite comments on the draft
outline NDS document and to facilitate discussion of how the NDS should evolve in general; to
share Tajikistan's experience in the Needs Assessment and NDS processes with other countries,
and in particular with the focus countries of the UN Millennium Project; to inform the donor
community on Tajikistan's progress towards its NDS; and to increase awareness about Tajikistan
and its potentials and challenges in pursuing the Millennium Development Goals.

Around 70 participants from the UN system, International Finance Institutions, donor
countries, the private sector and NGOs are invited.

The Government of Tajikistan delegation will be led by the State Economic Adviser from the
Office of the President.

Professor Jeffrey Sachs, Director of the Millennium Project, Mr. Kalman Mizsei, Assistant
Administrator and Regional Director of the Regional Bureau for Europe & CIS, Mr. Zephirin
Diabre, Associate Administrator of UNDP, and Mr William Paton, UN Coordinator and UNDP
Resident Representative in Tajikistan will participate in the meeting.
