LAW OF THE REPUBLIC OF TAJIKISTAN
«ON CIVIL DEFENSE»

The present Law determines objectives, a legal base for the organization and implementation of civil defense on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan, terms of reference for public authorities and organizations irregardless of their administrative-legal format, for civil servants and citizens, as well as for civil defense forces in the area of civil defense. 
CHAPTER 1 GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1. Concept of Civil Defense
Civil defense is a system of the national defense and safeguard measures aimed at the protection of the population, economy and territory of the country before and at the beginning of tactical activities. 
Article 2 Legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense
Legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense is based on the Constitution of the Republic of Tajikistan and consists of the present Law, other normative-legal acts of the Republic of Tajikistan, as well as of international legal acts recognized by the Republic of Tajikistan.
Article 3 Objectives of the civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan
The main objectives of the civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan are as follows:

- anticipatory, in time of peace, planning and implementation of civil defense measures aimed at the preparation of the population and territory of Tajikistan to the protection against tactical activities and at an increased sustainability of economic operation in time of war; 
- creation and maintenance in constant combat readiness in time of war of regulatory bodies, civil defense forces, as well as management, communication and warning systems; 
- formation, training, and maintenance in constant combat readiness of troop units and mobile civil defense units, rescue units and non-military civil defense units for the implementation of tasks aimed at the protection of the population, economy, and territory of Tajikistan in time of war; 
- creation of mobilization reserves of specialized civil defense property; 
- creation of a necessary reserve of protective civil defense constructions (shelters);
- creation of food and medical supplies;
- organized training of the executive and command personnel, regulatory bodies and civil defense forces in the implementation of assigned duties in time of war; 
- organized community training in civil defense;
- state control over the civil defense engineering-technical requirements during the structural design and commissioning of various objects, residential, administrative and other buildings; 
- organization of a civil defense monitoring and laboratory control network;
- timely warning of the population of the threat of tactical activities, air, radiation, chemical, biological (bacteriological), and other hazards; 
- decentralization and evacuation of the population to safe areas and away from the cities related to the civil defense group, other residential areas with strategic objects and zones of catastrophic floods and cross-border regions; 
- creation of shelter areas for the population in protective constructions, provision of personal protective equipment and medical supplies; 
- ensuring light-security of residential areas and economy objects;
- implementation of rescue and other emergency activities;
- priority assistance to the population suffered from armed hostilities, such as medical assistance, including first aid, provision of shelter and other necessary measures; 
- fighting fire caused by and during combat operations;
- identification and marking of areas suffered from radioactive, chemical, biological, and other contamination; 
- decontamination of the population, equipment, buildings, territories and implementation of other required measures;
- restoration and maintenance of order in areas suffered from combat operations;
- ensuring civil defense performance in time of war;
- disposal of the dead in time of war;
- development and implementation of measures aimed at the preservation of objects vital for the sustainable economic performance and population survival in time of war; 
- provision of constant readiness of civil defense forces.
Article 4  Basic principles of civil defense organization and maintenance
         Organization and maintenance of civil defense is one of the most important government functions, an integral part of the defense construction and national security. 
Civil defense is organized on the whole territory of the Republic of Tajikistan in accordance with the territorial-production principle and in line with the specific characteristics of provinces, cities, districts, and other residential areas, as well as organizations irregardless of the their administrative-legal format. 
The state takes anticipatory measures aimed at civil defense maintenance in time of peace with due account for the development of arms, military equipment and population protective measures against contemporary attack instruments and hazards caused by combat operations. 
Civil defense maintenance on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan or in particular areas of the country begins with the announcement of the state of war, actual outbreak of hostilities or imposing the martial law on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan or in particular areas of the country by President of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Article 5 Rating of territories and civil defense organizations 
Rating of cities, residential areas and economy objects is aimed at the integrated and differentiated approach to civil defense maintenance. 
Rating of cities, residential areas and economy objects is carried out with regard to their political, economic, and defense significance in an order determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.
CHAPTER 2 GOVERNMENT POWERS IN THE AREA OF CIVIL DEFENSE
 
Article 6 Powers of President of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense

President of the Republic of Tajikistan:

- defines the state policy in the area of civil defense;

- approves the Civil Defense Plan of the Republic of Tajikistan;

- puts in force the Civil Defense Plan of the Republic of Tajikistan on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan or in particular areas of the country in full scale or in part; 
- approves the structure, composition of civil defense forces, established strength and dislocation, approves the Provision on Civil Defense Forces of the Republic of Tajikistan;
- appoints and releases from office the Minister of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan;
- confers military ranks to the highest officer personnel, reduces to a lower rank, deprives of rank or reinstates in rank; 
- carries out other powers in the area of civil defense in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.    


Article 7 Powers of the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense

The Government of the Republic of Tajikistan:


- ensures implementation of a unified national policy in the area of civil defense;
- within its power, adopts normative-legal acts on the issues of civil defense;
- administers organization and maintenance of civil defense;
- defines the order of planning, funding, and logistical security of civil defense and controls its performance; 
- includes civil defense measures in the Plan of Socio-Economic Development of the Republic of Tajikistan and allocates respective funds for their implementation;
- defines the order and selection criteria for cities, settlements and strategic objects that have an important role in the country economy or make an impact on the population security with regard to civil defense;
- approves the Plan of decentralization and evacuation of the population and tangible assets in case of hazard or armed conflict;
- takes measures aimed at the increased sustainability of economy in time of war;
- approves the list of special equipment and property of regulatory bodies, civil defense forces and units;
- defines and approves the list, structure, content, procurement and equipment of regulatory bodies and non-military civil defense units, as well as their firm base;
- defines tasks for the ministries, institutions, local executive bodies, and organizations related to the preparation and transfer of equipment, communication and other logistical and technical means to the civil defense management and forces in case of mobilization and other mobilization assignments;
- determines the order for the establishment of a fund of protective constructions and other civil defense objects, as well as the order of compiling, preservation, and use of logistical-technical, food, medical, and other supplies for the purposes of civil defense;
- determines the order and terms of training and specialized meetings of senior civil defense officers;
- signs inter-state cooperation agreements in the area of civil defense, takes measures aimed at the implementation of international commitments of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense;
- carries out other powers in the area of civil defense in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Article 8  Powers of the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense
The Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan is a state governance body in the area of civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan implementing a unified national policy in the area of civil defense.
Within its power, the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense: 
- performs daily management of civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, bears responsibility for its implementation, development, preparedness and constant readiness; 
- elaborates and submits for the approval of the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan draft normative-legal acts on the creation, structure and composition of the regulatory bodies, civil defense forces, management systems, communication and warning systems, population and economy protection in case of armed hostilities and other civil defense activities;
- takes decisions, within its power, aimed at the organization and coordination of civil defense works compulsory for implementation by heads of ministries and institutions of the Republic of Tajikistan, executive chairmen of provinces, cities, and districts, as well as by heads of organizations irregardless of the administrative-legal format, by all government officials and population of the Republic of Tajikistan;
- elaborates the Civil Defense Plan of the Republic of Tajikistan;
- determines the main trends of civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan;
- gives a timely warning to the senior civil defense officers and the country population of the threat of armed hostilities and hazards brought about by combat operations;
- ensures preparedness and provides mobilization readiness of regulatory bodies and civil defense forces of the Republic of Tajikistan;
- performs management of the civil defense forces during rescue activities and liquidation of consequences of combat operations;
- performs management of civil defense troops;
- develops and introduces civil defense warning signals on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan and organizes and mobilizes population in accordance with these signals;
- ensures creation, equipment, and maintenance of constant readiness of non-military civil defense units;
- organizes training of senior and command civil defense officers and the country population in civil defense;
- carries out strategic deployment of civil defense forces of the Republic of Tajikistan and performs its management during rescue and other emergency operations;  
- coordinates the development and approves of the training-methodological manuals and programs for senior and command officers and manpower, as well as for non-military civil defense units and community training in civil defense;
- in an established order, submits requests for the development, manufacturing and delivery of arms, military equipment, specialized property, as well as for the repair of equipment and other civil defense property;
- performs organization control over the life support of the population suffered from military hostilities;
- prepares and submits to the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan proposals on the organization of reserve mobilization funds of specialized civil defense property, exercises permanent control over the full equipment, dislocation, storage conditions, and timely replacement dependent on the expiry date; 
-organizes research, scientific-technical and development works aimed at the protection of the country population and territory against modern means of destruction and hazards caused during armed hostilities;
- exercises control over the implementation of the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan on civil defense issues;
- performs international cooperation in the area of civil defense;
- performs such other duties as may be assigned by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Article 9 Powers of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense
The Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan:

- warns civil defense regulatory bodies of the threat of combat operations and hazards caused by armed hostilities as well as of mobilization;
 - provides civil defense regulatory bodies with data on the objects of potential enemy missile and air strike and on the regions of the most probable activity of sabotage-reconnaissance enemy groups;
- warns regulatory civil defense bodies of the composition, number and equipment of military troops and units of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan allocated for rescue and other emergency operations in time of war;
- gives warning to regulatory civil defense bodies and residential areas on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan that cannot be used for dislocation of the evacuated population and civil defense forces;
- provides regulatory civil defense bodies with data on the dislocation of collecting points of persons liable for military service and on the needs of these collecting points in protective constructions and individual protective gear;
- provides civil defense regulatory bodies with data on the contingent of reservists and technical resources of economy objects that can be used by civil defense in time of war;
- develops cooperation plans in the area of civil defense;
Other powers of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense are determined by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Article 10 Powers of ministries and institutions of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense
Ministries and institutions of the Republic of Tajikistan:


- perform management in the area of civil defense;

- adopt normative acts in the area of civil defense, bring them to the attention of subordinate structural units and exercise control over their implementation;

- plan and implement civil defense activities in subordinate structural units;

- create and maintain in constant readiness regulatory bodies, civil defense forces, bear responsibility for their equipment and provision of the required property;

- organize training of senior personnel, workers and employees of subordinate civil defense agencies;

-develop and implement organizational and engineering-technical civil defense activities aimed at securing organizations and their sustainable functioning in time of war;

- plan and implement activities on decentralization and evacuation of subordinate organizations, their workers and employees to safe areas identified by the civil defense plan, participate in the timely preparation of these areas to the reception of evacuates;

- take decisions aimed at the involvement of subordinate civil defense forces in rescue and various emergency activities in other organizations;

- provide, in an established order, financial and logistical-technical equipment of civil defense activities carried out in subordinate organizations and in the area in general;

- ensure compliance with the established engineering-technical norms and requirements of civil defense at the design stage, construction and operation of subordinate organizations;

- create and preserve, for the needs of civil defense, material-technical stocks, food, medical and other supplies;
- carry out other duties in the area of civil defense stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Article 11 Powers of local executive bodies in the area of civil defense
Local executive bodies:

- perform management of civil defense on their respective territories;
- establish regulatory bodies and civil defense forces on their territories;
- within their power, take decisions on the issue of civil defense organization and maintenance on their territories;
- organize civil defense activities, develop and implement civil defense plans;
- take measures aimed at maintaining regulatory bodies, communication and warning systems, and civil defense forces in the state of constant readiness;
- organize training of senior and command personnel and manpower of non-military civil defense forces;
- train communities in civil defense;
- ensure timely warning of the population of the beginning of combat operations and hazards caused by armed hostilities;
- prepare safe areas and medical facilities for the dislocation of evacuated population;
- take measures on the evacuation of the population, material and cultural assets to safe areas, their dislocation, deployment of medical and other facilities required for the priority needs of affected population;
- ensure involvement and use of existing forces and means for civil defense activities;
- create the required fund of civil defense protective constructions (shelters and covers) on their territory;
- provide conditions for stockpiling and maintenance of specialized equipment of the mobilized civil defense reserve, create civil defense property stocks for daily use and ensure their security;
- plan and implement activities aimed at the increased sustainability of economy sectors and organizations in time of war;
- create and maintain material-technical stocks, food, medical and other supplies for the needs of civil defense;
- exercise control over civil defense on their territories;
- carry out other powers in the area of civil defense stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.
CHAPTER 3 RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF ORGANIZATIONS AND CITIZENS IN THE AREA OF CIVIL DEFENSE
Article 12 Rights and duties of organizations in the area of civil defense
Within their powers and in an order established by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan, organizations:
- plan and organize civil defense activities;
- establish regulatory bodies and civil defense forces and means, ensure their creation, constant readiness and material-technical equipment for the implementation of civil defense activities;
- within their power, take decisions on organizational and maintenance issues of civil defense;
- training of senior and command personnel and manpower of non-military units, as well as training workers and employees in the issues of civil defense;
- plan and implement activities aimed at the protection of workers, employees and their family members, capital production facilities, raw material and ready products in time of war;
- conduct activities aimed at the increased sustainable functioning of the organization in time of war;
- establish and maintain in the state of constant readiness communication and warning systems;
- create and maintain for civil defense needs stocks of material-technical, food, medical, and other supplies;
- organize correct behavior of workers and employees of the organization following the civil defense signals;
- organize and conduct rescue operations and other emergency works on their territory;
- provide comprehensive assistance and cooperate with local civil defense authorities in the implementation of assigned tasks, take additional measures of social security of military servicemen, manpower of non-military units, workers, employees and other persons involved in the implementation of civil defense activities;
Organizations with potentially hazardous production and those applying dangerous substances in their production, as well as those of high defense and economic value or posing a hazard of an emergency situation in times of war and peace create specialized non-military civil defense units and maintain them in the state of constant readiness. 
Article 13 Rights and duties of citizens of the Republic of Tajikistan in the area of civil defense
In accordance with the Law and other normative-legal acts of the Republic of Tajikistan, citizens of the Republic of Tajikistan:
- participate in the civil defense activities and fulfill the requirements of laws and other normative-legal acts covering this area;
- undergo training in protection methods against dangers caused by combat operations;
- provide assistance to the state bodies and organizations in the solution of civil defense problems.
CHAPTER 4 MANAGEMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF CIVIL DEFENSE
Article 14 Management of civil defense
Management of civil defense in the Republic of Tajikistan is performed by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Chairman of the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan is the Head of Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan. He exercises direct general leadership and management of civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.
The First Deputy of the Head of Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan is the Minister of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan. In accordance with the instructions of the Head of Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, he performs daily management of civil defense of the Republic of Tajikistan and is Commander of Civil Defense troops.
Leadership and management of civil defense in ministries, institutions, and organizations are performed by ministers, heads of institutions and organizations that are heads of civil defense of respective ministries, institutions, and organizations.
Leadership and management of civil defense on the territory of Gorno-Badakhshan Autonomous Oblast, other oblasts, the city of Dushanbe, cities, districts and settlements are performed by heads of civil defense of oblasts, cities and districts. 
Chiefs of staff on emergency situations and civil defense of oblasts, cities and districts are the first deputies of the heads of civil defense of oblasts, cities and districts that perform daily civil defense management and leadership on the territory of oblasts, cities and districts. 
Article 15 Civil defense regulatory bodies
Civil defense regulatory bodies of the Republic of Tajikistan, Gorno-Badakhshan Autonomous Oblast, other oblasts, cities and districts are:
In the republic, oblasts, cities and districts: 


- The Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, emergency situations and civil defense headquarters of oblasts, cities and districts;

- national, oblast, city and district evacuation commissions;

- national, oblast, city and district commissions on the increased sustainability of economy sectors and organizations in time of war;

- national, oblast, city and district civil defense services;
In ministries, institutions and organizations, irregardless of their legal format:

- respective staff management and headquarters on emergencies and civil defense;

- evacuation commissions;

- commissions on the increased sustainability of economy sectors and organizations in time of war;

- civil defense services.
Headquarters on emergencies and civil defense of oblasts, cities and districts are headed by military servicemen appointed to, and released from, this position by the Minister of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.
Headquarters on emergencies and civil defense of oblasts, cities and districts are recruited by military servicemen and employees on the basis of the list of staff developed by the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan dependent on the approved manpower number.
Headquarters on emergencies and civil defense of ministries, institutions and organizations and civil defense services are headed by the first deputies of the heads of offices (Chief Engineers), ministries, institutions and organizations.
Ministries, institutions, and organizations related to the category of civil defense or those including civil defense services, as well as those having importance in securing the country activity must have, in their list of staff, full-time civil defense officials (Chief Specialist) in the position of the head of unit performing functions of the deputy head of staff on emergencies and civil defense or in other managerial position of the said headquarters.  
Evacuation commissions on the increased sustainability of economy sectors and organizations in time of war are established with the objective of anticipatory planning, preparedness, and implementation of special civil defense tasks.
Civil defense services are established for the implementation of engineering-technical, medical and other special civil defense activities in the course of rescue and other emergency operations.
Regulatory bodies of all levels are established by a decision of the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan and by decisions of chairmen of oblasts, cities and districts, and within ministries, institutions, and organizations – by special orders of their respective heads of civil defense.
Powers of the regulatory civil defense bodies, their structure and the order of their establishment and equipment are determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.
CHAPTER 5 FORCES, OBSERVATION AND LABORATORY CONTROL NETWORKS OF CIVIL DEFENSE
Article 16 Civil defense forces

Civil defense forces consist of military troops and civil defense units, other military units of the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, non-military civil defense units created within ministries, institutions, and organizations, in civil defense services, as well as in military troops and units of force structures of the Republic of Tajikistan identified by the civil defense plans for the liquidation of consequences of combat operations and emergencies in time of peace. 
Article 17 Civil defense troops and their main objectives
Civil defense troops of the Republic of Tajikistan are the state military structure subordinate to the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan and serve to solve civil defense tasks.
Civil defense troops are the basis of the civil defense forces.
In the inventory of civil defense troops there is special equipment, as well as small arms and cold guns.
Activities of civil defense troops is performed from the moment of the announcement of the state of war or imposing of the martial law by President of the Republic of Tajikistan on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan or in particular country areas, as well as in time of peace following natural disasters, epidemics, epizootics, epiphytotics, major accidents, catastrophes threatening well-being of the population and requiring rescue and other emergency operations.
The main objectives of civil defense troops are as follows:

- search and rescue of people buried under constructions, in destroyed, damaged and burning buildings and constructions resulting from combat operations and emergency situations;

- provision of first aid to affected people, organization of their evacuation to medical facilities;

- engineering reconnaissance, breaking into obstructed and damaged basements, securing access and passages, liquidation of accidents and their consequences at utility, power and technological networks, provision of traffic routes and equipment to command and control points;

- organization of rescue and other emergency works, including radiation, chemical, and bacteriological (biological) reconnaissance, performance of unit radiation and chemical control;

- organization of special decontamination of manpower within units and subordinate regiments;

- organization of decontamination, deactivation and disinfection of uniforms and other material supplies, localities, roads and constructions, and, if required, sanitary decontamination of the population;

- organization of fire reconnaissance, localization and extinction of fire along traffic routes and in damage centers;

- elimination of communication line accidents aimed at securing reliable communication providing management of units and their subordinate regiments as well as communication with commanding bodies and cooperative forces;

- reconnaissance of water sources, recovery, treatment and water supply of manpower units and their subordinate regiments;

- detection, decontamination and elimination of non-exploded ordnance (including air-bombs) and other explosive objects, removal of debris and damaged constructions by blasting;

- conducting chemical and radiometric analysis aimed at the identification of radioactive, toxic, and other poisonous substances, graduation and repair of radiation-measuring equipment and individual protective gear, control over filtration units and regeneration of air-protective constructions;

- technical and logistic support of units.

Direct management of civil defense troops is performed by the Minister of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.

The order of recruiting and equipping civil defense troops, their composition and objectives are determined by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 18 Non-military civil defense units

Non-military units are regiments, teams, brigades, militia and other units formed on the organizational basis in accordance with the territorial-production principle dependent on the assigned staff, equipped with special technique and property and prepared for the implementation of civil defense tasks.

Non-military units admit citizens of the Republic of Tajikistan: men aged from 18 to 63, women aged from 18 to 58, with the exception of military servicemen, persons with mobilization warrants, disabled people under I, II and III groups, pregnant women, women with children under 8 years old, as well as women with secondary or higher medical education with children under 3 years old.

The order of establishment and performance of non-military civil defense units is determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 19 Observation and laboratory control network

Monitoring contamination of environment with radioactive, chemical, biological (bacterial) and other substances, as well as the beginning of epidemics, epizootics, epiphitotics and other infectious diseases is performed by the observation and laboratory control network of civil defense.

The observation and laboratory control network of civil defense includes:


- sanitary-epidemiological stations;

- veterinary laboratories and stations;

- agro-chemical laboratories;

- plant protective stations;

- hydro-meteorological stations; 

- laboratories on analytical environmental control.

The observation and laboratory control network both in time of peace and in time of war must regularly and timely report the environmental status and the beginning of epidemics, epizootics, epiphitotics and other infectious diseases to the civil defense regulatory bodies, take necessary measures and implement the assigned tasks in the area of civil defense.

The order of organization and maintenance of observation and laboratory control is determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.
CHAPTER 6 PREPAREDNESS AND TRAINING IN CIVIL DEFENSE 

Article 20 Preparedness of senior and command staff, manpower and non-military civil defense units

Preparedness of senior and command staff, manpower and non-military civil defense units is performed:

- in the Training Methodological Center of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, at oblast-level and consolidated out-of-service courses in emergencies and civil defense  - with the wage maintenance and compensation of travel expenses in an order determined by normative-legal acts of the Republic of Tajikistan;
          - in organizations – annually, with the wage maintenance and in compliance with training curricula developed and adopted by the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Training of civil defense command staff and manpower and rescue personnel is performed in training centers, in cantonment areas, as well as at various meetings and courses outside of military regiments and units in an order established by the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan in accordance with the training curricula.

 Training of non-military unit manpower is performed on-the job according to training curricula developed and adopted by the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 21 Community training in civil defense

Community training in civil defense is organized and conducted in working or residential areas in compliance with the training curricula developed and adopted by the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan in an order determined by the Head of Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan and is performed through education and training as well as through mass media.

Citizens of the Republic of Tajikistan are involved in civil defense training from the age of 16.
          Training in civil defense targeting employees of non-military units and civil defense services is performed on-the job. 

Training in civil defense targeting students of secondary and vocational schools, higher and secondary specialized and other educational institutions is based on training curricula approved by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan in an order established by the Head of Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Training of unemployed citizens is performed in places of residence in an order established by the Head of Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan.
CHAPTER 7  FINANCIAL AND MATERIAL-TECHNICAL EQUIPMENT OF CIVIL DEFENSE. 
PROPERTY OF CIVIL DEFENSE


Article 22 Financial support of civil defense activities

Financial support of civil defense activities is performed in:


- ministries, institutions, and subordinate fiscal organizations – on account of the state budget;

- oblasts, cities, districts and subordinate fiscal organizations – on account of respective budgets;

- other organizations – on account of their core funds.

Financial support of civil defense activities may be performed on account of public funds.

Classification of the civil defense activities is determined by the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan upon agreement with respective ministries and institutions of the Republic of Tajikistan.


Article 23 Maintenance of troops and other military units, regulatory bodies and institutions of civil defense

Military troops, detachments, other military civil defense units and manpower of regulatory bodies, command stations, the Training Methodological Center of Emergencies and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, oblast-level and consolidated courses in emergencies and civil defense, laboratories and other emergency and civil defense institutions are supported on account of local and national budget in an order established by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan. 

Regulatory bodies, courses, laboratories, command stations, and other civil defense services in ministries, institutions, and organizations in oblasts, cities and districts, as well as employees of these regulatory bodies and institutions, with the exception of military servicemen of the Ministry of Emergencies and Civil Defense and its structural units are supported on account of respective budgets of ministries and institutions and funds allocated by the national budget and the core funds of these organizations.


Article 24 Material-technical support of the civil defense needs

Material-technical support of civil defense tasks is performed on account of funds allocated for civil defense activities, maintenance of military troops and units, regulatory bodies and other civil defense institutions.

Provision of regulatory bodies, non-military civil defense units, workers, employees and population with civil defense property in oblasts, cities and districts is performed through reserves and within organizations – through stockpiling.

Identification, volumes, order and terms of stocks and reserves as well as the order of their use is determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 25 Property of civil defense

Property of civil defense includes protective constructions, centralized warning equipment, laboratories, stocks of individual protective gear, equipment for radiation and chemical reconnaissance and radioactive-measuring control and other material-technical means of national or communal property of civil defense, as well as those created or procured on account of respective budgets or the funds of ministries, institutions, and organizations and used in the interests of civil defense.

Civil defense property cannot be used in indirect application. 
Transfer of civil defense property of radioactively hazardous, chemically dangerous and explosive objects to administrative-territorial units, communities or lease is prohibited. 

Transfer of civil defense property is performed in an order established by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.

In case of a change in management structure, forms and methods of economic activity, organizations that are transferred to other structures or assume a different administrative-legal format maintain the targeted use of civil defense property as well as assignments on its creation and stockpiling.
CHAPTER 8  STATE GUARANTEES OF LEGAL AND SOCIAL SECURITY OF CIVIL DEFENSE MILITARY SERVICEMEN

Article 26 State guarantees of legal and social security of civil defense military servicemen

Military servicemen of units, detachments, regulatory bodies and institutions of civil defense are on active duty. With regard to the military service, monetary and other types of support, legal, social and other kinds of security, military servicemen enjoy all rights, state guarantees and compensations stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan for military servicemen of Armed Forces of the Republic of Tajikistan. 

It is prohibited to involve military servicemen of armed forces, detachments and other military units, regulatory bodies and civil defense institutions in the implementation of tasks unrelated to their assignment.

Rights, state guarantees and compensations stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan for family members of military servicemen of Armed Forces of the Republic of Tajikistan are applied to family members of military servicemen of armed forces, civil defense units and regulatory bodies.

Article 27 Insurance of persons involved in civil defense activities

Persons involved in (detached to) works related to civil defense activities by the decision of the state authorities, are entitled to a compulsory state insurance in the event of death or injury.

Compulsory state insurance of persons involved in civil defense activities is determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.
CHAPTER 9 FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 28 Responsibility for the violation of the legislation on civil defense 

Non-fulfillment or undue fulfillment by government officials and citizens of the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan on civil defense involves responsibility in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 29 On the ceased Law of the Republic of Tajikistan “On Civil Defense”

The Law of the Republic of Tajikistan “On Civil Defense” issued on November 4, 1995 has ceased out of force (News of Majlisi Oli of the Republic of Tajikistan, 1995, #22, article 274, 1998, #22, page 316).

Article 30 The order of promulgation of the present Law

The present Law comes into force upon its official publication.
