Agencies are welcome to contribute and 

participate. Facilitation on Gender and Youth 

spheres is required; 

 AK reported that AKDN is finalizing the survey 

report on youth; the document will be shared with 

IYTG members in the midsummer; 

 AAR Japan representatives introduced 

themselves and their organization; the main 

activities are related to children and adolescent 

with disabilities. The organization is ready to 

actively participate in IYTG activities; 

 KS suggested that the national law on volunteers 

which was passed recently is a very good 

example of Government’s support to this sphere 

and this will facilitate further popularization of 

volunteerism in the country; 

 VSO is implementing its new project on tourism
